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Our program is designed for the length of academic year.
Enrollment is open through academic year.
All students both new and continuing need to register for every academic year.

Registration process is complete only when we receive - Application, Agreement of Release and Waiver of Liability, signed policies and procedures, registration fee ($50.00), costume deposit ($50.00) and a payment for the semester.
INFORMATION ABOUT CLASSES


Location of classes

All classes are held at the Temple B'Nai Moshe, unless it's 
announced in advance.


Scheduling of classes

Although we try to offer a schedule that is convenient to everyone, proper placement of 
the student is essential and must be given top priority.  Placement for classes is at the 
teacher’s discretion and not necessarily based on age or years of experience.


Class start and end times

All classes will begin and end on time. Parents are responsible for ensuring that their 
children arrive to class on time and must also be there to pick up their children as soon as 
class is over.  

Attendance

Regular attendance is encouraged to ensure optimal growth of both individual student  
and the class as a whole.    

Please notify the studio if a student is being treated medically or is taking medication.

Emergency

All parents are obligated to disclose relevant medical information such as severe allergies 
or other significant problems. 


In case of emergency I, ____________________________________ give permission to 
JMT Firelech to call 911 and transport my child to nearby hospital.

Missed classes
· Student Absences
Students   may inform both their teachers and studio's director of any anticipated absences. Notification does not, however, exempt the family from payment as contracted.  Teachers are not required to make up these absences.

· Faculty Absences
If a teacher is absent, a make-up lesson will be arranged at a mutually convenient time. If the student then misses the make-up lesson, a second make-up lesson will not be arranged, and payment will be required, as in a regular student absence. When lessons have been suspended for delinquent tuition payment, teachers are not required to make up lessons, even after payment has been brought up to date.
Withdrawal from classes
 One month’s (30 day) written notice is required to withdraw from classes. Withdrawal must be done with the Studio Director. Notifying a teacher does not qualify as a withdrawal.


Classes cancellation


Upon registration any class under 5 students is subject to cancellation, increased tuition, 
or rescheduling 


Winter weather-related closings

In the case of inclement winter weather, JMT Firelech and Lucky Ten Studio will cancel 
class if the majority of the major school districts are not holding classes and activities. If 
bad weather arrives during the course of the day and parents are unsure about the status 
of classes for the evening, they can call at 617-462-9127 or 617-686-3754  

 
If bad weather begins to arrive through the course of the evening, parents are responsible 
for calling the studio to determine whether classes are cancelled before coming to class. 
JMT Firelech and Lucky Ten Studio will not typically make up classes cancelled due to 
bad weather unless the same class misses two or more sessions, in which case JMT 
Firelech and Lucky Ten Studio staff will attempt to reschedule the class.


HOLIDAY BREAKS


The studio will be closed during the following holiday breaks: Roshashana, Yom Kipur, 
Thanksgiving, Christmas, Winter and Spring Breaks (according to State of MA Public 
School schedule).

Exact break dates will be announced at the beginning of each year.  


JMT Firelech and Lucky Ten Studio will remain open during any other days off from 
school, including national holidays like Columbus Day, Martin Luther King Jr. Day, 
President’s Day, etc.

SAFETY AND SECURITY



Please remain quiet in waiting area and keep siblings from any disruptive behavior as 
this is distracting to students and teachers in class.

Do not leave your children unattended in the studio waiting area.       

The JMT Firelech and Lucky Ten Studio cannot accept responsibility for children when 
they are not in class. To ensure a child's safety, the parent must accompany the child to 
the classroom door and be prepared to pick the child up at the scheduled end of the class. 
Parents are responsible for being on time. Additional charges will occur 15 minutes after 
the end of the class. Please stress to your children the importance of remaining in the 
Lobby after each of your child's class time.  It is also important that you have 
someone to pick your child up after his/her class.  The studios will open doors 10 
minutes before the first class of each day and close doors 15 minutes after the last 
class 
of the day. Late fee (after 15 minutes) each minute min = $1.00

STUDIO ETIQUETTE 


Behavior


 We expect our students to behave properly at all times, both while in class and on 
our premises. They must be disciplined, responsible, mature and respectful to their 
teacher and peers. Should a student act in a manner deemed inappropriate in any way, 
the teacher has the right to immediately dismiss him/her from the class. This 
includes offensive attitudes, poor relations with other students, bad work habits or any 
unacceptable behavior.


Ongoing behavioral issues will be reported to the parents and handled on a case-by-
case basis. Students will only be allowed back into class at the discretion of the teacher 
and management.


Students may not leave class without permission from the teacher.

Cell phones must be put in silent mode during class. Students are not permitted to 
leave class to answer their phones. If a parent needs to contact their child in case of 
emergency, please call the studio (617-462-9127 or 617-686-3754). 


Before class. 


No students are allowed in the classroom until the class begins. They must wait quietly 
in the lobby until the teacher has invited them in. 


Supervision. All children, both students and their siblings, must be supervised in 
the 
lobby at all times. It is not a place for playing or running as your child may hurt 
themselves. The lobby can be very crowded at times so you need to be respectful of that 
as well. 


The studio is also not responsible for any lost items. It is recommended that students do 
not leave valuables in the lobby. 

No gum chewing, food or drinks in the class.

For children under 6 years of age, parents must stay in the lobby at all times.

Observation. No friends or family members are allowed in the studio to observe class. 
Only registered students are allowed to be inside. Open classes will be offered from time 
to time. Exception can be done for the parents with the children under 6 year old for 
the first 2-3 classes.

Animals. No pets are allowed in the dance studio or lobby at any time

PERFORMING ARTS EVENTS


Studio offers a variety of the performing arts events. Families are encouraged to take 
advantage of these opportunities to complement their child's performing arts education.
PHOTOS AND VIDEOS

By signing policies form, you give the Jewish Musical Theatre Firelech and Lucky Ten children Studio the right to use any photos or videos for promotion of the studio (newspapers, flyers, website, etc.). They will not be used for any other purpose.

Certain performances will be videotaped by professional videographer, such tapes will be distributed free of charge to all parents (one per family). Parents will not be allowed to video tape these performances. We allow parents to videotape other performances or open rehearsals. If any parent intends to make these public (e.g., YouTube, MySpace), they MUST get the permissions of the Studio Directors and other students' parents. 

DRESS CODE


Students should be properly dressed for each class they attend, including the proper dance 
shoes.  All girls-students, regardless of which classes they are taking, are required to wear 
a leotard (any color). Capris or jazz pants may be worn over their 
leotards.  Fitted tank 
tops may be worn over the top of leotards, but t-shirts or sweatshirts will need to be 
taken off before dance class begins. Parents should also make sure 
that their child's hair 
is out of their face when they come to dance class. 

All boys-students, regardless of which classes they are taking, are required to wear a 
t-shirt (not too long) and jazz pants.


Dance shoes

Participants must wear the proper dance shoes (jazz shoes, tap shoes) required for each 
dance class. 
Dance shoes should not be worn outside the dance studio, since this can 
cause 
unnecessary wear and tear to your child’s dance shoes.  Dance shoes should 
be marked with the dancer’s name and carried to and from the dance class in a 
dedicated dance bag. This bag can also hold 
their belongings during class 
time and keep 
them separate from other participants’ belongings.  

At no time are regular socks, 
flip-flops, sandals, slip on shoes or heels appropriate for 
class participation. Students will be excused from the classroom if 
appropriate shoes or 
an alternative are not provided

FEES


The school year consists of fall and spring terms. Students enroll on a year basis. 
Registration Fee

A non-refundable $50.00 charge will be assessed as a registration fee for all applicants.
Tuition

Payment must be received at the end of the second week of the term.
Tuition that is received after the second week of the term will be subject to a $10 late fee. A $20 late fee will be added if it is two weeks late and your child will not be allowed to take class until payment is made. 
There is a $25 fee for any returned checks.  
Tuition is due regardless of the number of classes attended; 
No refunds will be given for classes missed because of illness, vacation, or cancellations caused by inclement weather. 
All classes missed because of teacher absence or class cancellation will be made up. Make-up lessons may be given during or between semesters. Make-up lessons missed by a student for any reason will not be rescheduled or refunded.

Tuition can be paid by cash or check. We do not accept credit cards. Checks should be made to Jewish Musical Theatre Firelech.  Each check needs to be clearly marked with your child's name and your phone number.
Please notify the studio of any change in phone number, home address or e-mail address.
If more than one child attends the group, you may combine payments on one check. 
 A 10% sibling discount is offered on tuition.
We do not send regular monthly bills or statements. It is your responsibility to verify the correct amount of payment and the schedule of payments.
Reference Program

1. If you bring a new student to the studio you'll get 25% discount for tuition for your 
child for the current semester.

2. If you bring 2 new students you get 33% discount for tuition for your child for the 
current semester.


3. If you bring 3-5 new students you get 50% discount for tuition for your child for the 
current semester.


4. If you bring a new group (8-10 kids) you get 100% off (free of charge semester for 
your child) and 25 % discount for tuition for your child for the next semester.

 
           You u get a discount right after we get a tuition payment from a new parent.

Costume deposit and Costume balance

Costumes are a requirement for our Annual Showcase and other performances and 
competitions.  Therefore, costumes will be billed in 2 installments 

There is a $50.00 1st Costume Deposit installment is due along with your Application 
Form & Fee.  This deposit is applied toward the total price of the annual showcase 
costumes (total cost will depend on the # of pieces each student will take place.  
Maximum amount is between $180 and $280. It could be less but not more). The 
remaining costume balance will be due in January of each year. Costumes are ordered in 
September/October and all Costume Deposits and Balances are non-refundable.        
Note: Parents are responsible for full payments of all costumes ordered, even if your 
child decides to leave the studio.


Annual Festival's fee

Annual festival is OPTIONAL event for our students. Everyone who will take place at 
the festival needs to pay a fee of $100. The festival's fee is separate from the tuition or 
costume balance and goes toward overall festival expenses.

The exact collection dates will be announced at the beginning of September of each year. 
Due date for 2011 " Our Talented Families" festival's fee is December 1st, 2011.


ALL FEE INFORMATION:  THERE ARE NO REFUNDS AVAILABLE OF ANY KIND … this includes:  Registration Fees, Costume Deposit, Costume Balances, Tuition, Late Fees, Festival Fees, Misc. Fees, Customwear, and All other Fees acquired to your account.  There are no exceptions and there are no fees excluded from this rule. 
 
2011-2012  Private Lessons Fees & Payments Schedule: 


Monthly Fees: 60 min - $60.00 , 45 min - $50.00 , 30 min - $40.00 


Tuition payment is due at the first lesson of each month. Late payment fee $20 


There is a strict 24 - hour cancellation policy: 


If you need to cancel your lesson, you must do so at least 24 hours before the start of the 
lesson, or you will forfeit the lesson with no make-up offered. If lessons are cancelled 
more than one time in a 90 - day time period there will be no make up lessons offered. 


SORRY, NO EXCEPTIONS. Lessons begin and end in the time allotted. 


Please note: teachers allocate the time for each lesson. Partial lessons still require full 
payment. Plan accordingly. Do not be late. If pre-paid lessons are cancelled within 24 
hours there will be a make-up lesson offered within that month IF THERE IS 
AVAILABILITY - no guarantees. Cancelled lessons will not be credited towards 
the 
next month. 


If the teacher cancels for any reason the lesson will be made up at convenient time or will 
be credited towards the next month. 


Please give at least 2 weeks notice before canceling future blocks of lessons. You can 
notify teacher by phone or email.
